Welcome to all the families of the new children who have started in

Nursery and in Reception this term. You have joined us at a time when lots

We will, once again, be offering Reading Workshops to the families of our younger pupils soon. We are keen to develop the teaching of reading in the best way – as a home school partnership!
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The New School Building is progressing very well and everything is on 

target. This means we will be able to move into our fantastic new building
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in the Autumn term. It will be modern, energy efficient, well-resourced and, all in all, an excellent learning environment. The children are all looking forward to this and many children have been able to meet with key people such as the architects, the project manager, the building site manager, the surveyors and even some of the building workers. Many have explained their roles to groups of children who have all asked some very sensible questions which made them think! 

Because of the new school building the Y5 children have been very lucky to be selected to participate in a Laptop Project, funded partly by Southwark and partly by the school. This means that they will all be given a small laptop, worth about £400, to use in school or at home. As another step into information age there is a government scheme being announced shortly which will mean that some low income families who cannot afford computers will be given one free, together with a free broadband connection. More news on that will be sent out shortly.

Finally two VERY IMPORTANT REMINDERS.
· All parents complete a questionnaire when their children begin school, this contains medical details eg re allergies, medical conditions, emergency contact details and telephone numbers in case of illness. It is very important to contact the school and keep us informed of any changes or updates so we can keep all your children safe and well when in school.
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If you want your child to join our Reception class you must apply to Southwark (the school does not deal with these applications) you must apply even if your child already attends the Nursery here. The deadline for applying for a Reception place for your child is next Friday 29th January. Last year over a dozen of our families were not offered a place here simply because they applied late and the places were allocated to other families. Please do not let this happen to you if you your child is in Nursery.
